

ABSTRACT SUBMISSIONS FEEDBACK


It appears that preparers and reviewers company submissions again did not take seriously the necessity of submitting all required documents in response to the second issuance of the State Follow-On-Funding Program RFP (HTDV 08-04).  The non-submission of all required documents has led to the disqualification of a number of abstracts.  The most common omissions are articulated below:

· RFP page 2 - first paragraph under Proposal Process.  Many submissions did not include "A separate ‘Summary of Work and Results and Total Funding Received’.”

· RFP page 2 - second to last paragraph under Abstract section A.  Many submissions did not include "A business plan describing management, financial, manufacturing, distribution and marketing/sales strategies ....".

· RFP page 4 - third paragraph under Qualified Companies.  Many submissions did not include one or more of the following, "A separate certification from an authorized corporate representative ... and must state the following: (1) that at least 51% of company employees are based in the State of Hawaii; (2) the total number of company employees and the number of employees in the State of Hawaii; (3) the company's year of incorporation in the State of Hawaii; and (4) that the company is a small business qualified under SBA standards, including a declaration of applicable NAICS codes and qualifying standards."

· Signed certifications from appropriate corporate representatives were not included in a number of submissions.
